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Abstract

This article is devoted to studying the issue of the trans-Saharan and trans-Atlantic slave
trade, as well as conducting a comparative analysis of these two areas of the slave trade.
The comparative analysis was carried out on 7 main points (chronology, geography, economic
roles, gender ratio, racial-ethnic composition, the opportunity to become free and approximate
damage), which in general form provide a sufficient picture for understanding the issue raised in
this work. The research methodology is represented by both general scientific and special historical
research methods. The structure of the article consists of 7 sections, each of which is devoted to a
separate point of comparative analysis, and also shows the features of the areas of slave trade
under consideration. In conclusion, the author draws conclusions about the characteristics of the
areas of the slave trade considered in the work, and also provides conclusions for each point of the
comparative analysis of the trans-Saharan and trans-Atlantic slave trade. It is separately noted that
the trans-Saharan (Arab) slave trade has not currently received due attention and assessment,
although this particular direction of the slave trade existed much longer than the trans-Atlantic
(European) one and did not differ from it in its cruelty.
