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Abstract

The historical essay is dedicated to the 160th anniversary of the holiday symbolizing the
abolition of slavery in the United States, namely on June 19. There were used as materials the
works covering both the holiday itself and the history of the abolition of slavery in the United
States. The research methods are the historical-systemic method, the content analysis method,
the synthesis method, the classification method, and the historical-genetic method.

The Day of Liberation from Slavery in the United States of America, known as Juneteenth,
is celebrated annually on June 19 and symbolizes the abolition of slavery. The 46th President of the
United States, Joe Biden Jr., by law of June 17, 2021, made this day a state (federal) holiday. This
holiday has become the eleventh US public holiday.

Today, the Day of Liberation from Slavery continues to be an important date in the American
calendar. He recalls the difficult past of the country and emphasizes the importance of the struggle
for freedom and equality for all citizens. Commemorative events are held on this day, including
flower-laying ceremonies, readings of historical documents and speeches by public figures. The day
is also used to discuss current issues related to racial inequality and discrimination and to find
ways to solve them.

The Day of Liberation from Slavery is a symbolic day for many Americans, especially for
members of the African American community. It serves as a reminder of how far the country has
come in the struggle for freedom and justice, but also indicates the need to continue this struggle.
This is a day when people come together to honor the memory of those who fought for their rights
and to reaffirm their commitment to the ideals of equality and freedom.
